Shall the City Council accept a Coastal Management Grant from Department of Land Conservation and Development? (Council Letter 004-068)
Annually the Federal Government allocates money to the Oregon Department of Land Conservation and Development (DLCD) to implement Coastal Planning.  A portion of that money is passed on to the local jurisdictions to fund activities necessary to implement certain provisions of their comprehensive plans and to address coastal goals and issues.

This grant requires a 100% match which can be in kind services provided as part of our required land use planning activities.

It is recommended that the City Council accept a Coastal Planning Grant from the Oregon Department of Land Conservation and Development in the amount of $5,000; and authorize the Mayor to sign the grant agreement on behalf of the City. 

Community Development Director Janelle Evans said that this is a maintenance grant for general planning duties to defray the cost of the planner on issues regarding riparian areas, wetlands, estuaries, and coastal issues.  

Councilor Hash moved that the City Council accept a Coastal Planning Grant from the Oregon Department of Land Conservation and Development in the amount of $5,000; and authorize the Mayor to sign the grant agreement on behalf of the City.
